What he meant as an expletive, the children take as the literal truth. They are convinced that the
man is Jesus and for the rest of the movie they treat the man with respect and love. They bring him
food and blankets; they sit and talk with him, and tell him about their lives. At one point the man asks
the little girls, i Whaye you helping me ?t@which they reply, i B e ¢ awe fove you.o

In time the tenderness of the little girls transforms the man, who has never before known such
mercy. What a wonderful story to go with the great Gospel story of how extending the love of God to
others as if they were Jesus, can transform lives.

The Holy Spirit of God came into the world on that first Pentecost and continues to come into a world
where many people are gripped by fear, overwhelmed by chaos, burdened by their own lives,
paralyzed by the wideness of G o d Idw&, or stigmatized for who they are.

The story of Go d fbwe encourages us to see the possibilities of what can happen among Go d ¢
people when we extend the presence of God through Christ and through the power of the Holy Spirit.

The giving of our Apportionments ( 6 Portion Meant for Ot h e issa39 known as our
Connectional Giving in The United Methodist Church and is not something we simply do,
rather they reflect who we are as United Methodists.

One of the strong partners and great stories of our ministry outreach in the Wisconsin
Conference is Northcott Neighborhood House in Milwaukee. This ministry was begun in 1961
and continues to be a visible expression of Ch r i lve dosmany in Milwaukee and a
testimony of the difference the Church can make in the lives of people. In addition to all the
support raised directly by the Northcott ministry, some support is also provided through the
Shared Offerings (apportionments) given through local United Methodist churches in
Wisconsin Northcott House Inc., which is a multi-purpose community center originated by the
Wisconsin Annual Conference of the General Board of Global Ministries. The purpose of the
agency is to serve Milwaukee's Inner City North community in efforts to maintain family
stability, lessen neighborhood tensions, combat community deterioration, and provide a
variety of programs and services to the residents. Northcott Neighborhood House serves
approximately 10,000 community residents annually. Northcott emphasizes service to youth,
but also provides a broad range of programs to residents and families of all ages in the
surrounding community including collaborations with schools, Head Start, housing, older
adults and many other programs.

Apportionments are an opportunity to show the love of God to others in a very tangible way.
Together we do more than we could ever dream of doing alone and this outreaching ministry
of love is grounded in our generous giving. Apportionment giving for each local church is
calculated individually based on membership and total church expenses, including staff
compensation, programming expenses and operating expenses.

Our Apportionment commitment in 2016 is $105,612; based on 901 members, which is
approximately $117.22 per member for the year. Thank you for the ways you can support
how we are United Methodist through our connectional giving!

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Capital Campaign
Our Capital Campaign team has completed its interviewing of stewardship companies to

help guide us through our next campaign to retire our mortgage on the newest portion of our
church building, which was completed in 2013.

The decision was made to work with RSI Stewardship. Our direct RSI partner will be Rob
Hopper, senior vice president. Rob is an ordained pastor, who earned his Doctor of Ministry
degree from Fuller Theological Seminary. Before joining RSI, Rob served as Executive
Pastor at Water of Life Community Church in southern California. He is passionate about
stewardship and helping churches grow in their stewardship and empowering people to do
the things that will maximize G o d tbassformative power in the world.

We will start meeting with Rob soon to organize our campaign. Our current five-year capital
campaign will end this year. Thank you for your gifts that made our building project possible
and thank you for work to be current on your giving to the building fund. In addition to our
remaining $1.5 million mortgage, the older part of our building suffered significant roof
damage over the winter and will need to be repaired. We are looking to add the cost of the
roof repair and eventual replacement into this capital campaign. The campaign will also tie in
our annual stewardship giving toward the general fund.

The new and remodeled portions of our church building have added to our welcome,
hospitality, accessibility and flexibility for our wide range of ministries. Thank you for your
prayers of gratitude for a facility that enhances our ministries and for open and generous
hearts to continue our faithfulness in reducing our mortgage.

General Conference 2016

As you have probably heard, the General Conference of the United Methodist Church just
ended. This gigantic, once-every-four-years meeting was very interesting for me. This isn't the first
time I've been to the General Conference. | was able to go to the 2012 General Conference in
Tampa, Florida, so this time | had an idea of what was coming. Long days sitting in an air
conditioned auditorium, flipping through legislative petitions to keep up with the conversation,
geeking out on (or ruing) Roberts Rules of Order and a lot of tweeting. There was also voting on
petitions, from the act of presentation to the actual act of pressing a button to vote. It was very
frustratingly, agonizingly slow, so we don't get nearly as much done as we'd like to or what was
planned. There were often amendments to be made, seconded, argued for and against, and voted
on, and then sometimes amendments to amendments, points of order, questions (because we were
all confused), and so on.

Some things we did get done:

1 We have a budget of $604,000,000 for the global church. That's right. Six hundred and four
million dollars. This includes increases to the Central Conferences Education Fund,
expansions of Hispanic Ministries funds, as well as other minority ministries. Unlike the past,
African conferences will now begin to pay into the global apportionment funds.

T We will not divest from fossil fuels, nor will we divest from companies involved in the

Israel/Palestine conflict. All employees of the UMC have a pension, and that money gets

invested into stocks of different companies. We decided to keep investing in these companies

amidst much disagreement about whether or not that was a moral use of our money.

We're getting a new hymnal! It will be accessible via the cloud and printed on demand.

There will be a small committee charged with combing through the Book of Discipline and

discussing, analyzing, and praying over the parts that address human sexuality or LGBTQI

people in the life of our church. This stopped all discussion and voting on these issues at GC,
which | think everyone was grateful for. This committee will be chosen by the College of

Bishops and will report back to a specially called General Conference in 2018/2019 or at our

regularly scheduled GC in 2020 in Minneapolis.
