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Book Review: The Horse Boy

My book review this month is on the book named
0 T hiorse B o y @rjtten by Rupert Isaacson
This book was recommendedto me by Ross --
thank you! And since it was about autism and
horses(two of my interests),l thought it would be
interesting to try. The book is about a father's
determinedand desperatesearchfor somemethod
to help heal his son of his intense autistic
behaviors After the author and his wife try every
possible therapy available to them, only to see
their young son'sbehavior becomemore and more
beyond control, they decide on an extreme
measure a trek through Mongolia by horsebackto
visit local shamans Isaacsonhad observedthat his
son'sbehavior had temporarily improved when he
was around horses and he had responded to
shamansat a world gathering So he and his wife
decided on the extreme measure of traveling to
Mongolia, hiring a guide and horses,and setting
off into the wildernesswith their son to find and
engageshamansto help their little boy.

This was a fascinatingbook on severallevels It is
well written (the author has written travel guides
and other books) As a father of a severelynon-
functioning child, his descriptions of his son's
condition are honest, heartfeltand agonizing. As a
travel adventure of immensedifficulty (two weeks
on horseswith an autistic child with NONE of the
apparatusof civilization that we take for granted),
it is pageturning. And as an account of a father's
faith that something,anything canhelp his child, it
is awesome What a tremendousjourney to take
on faith alone. In the end, it is an uplifting book
(the boy's behavioral control does improve
drastically) about the strength of belief and acting
on that belief.

StephenMinisters are the caregivers They have completed 50 hours of initial training in Christian
caregiving, including general topics such as listening, feelings, boundaries, assertivenessand using
Christian resourcesin caregiving In addition, their training covered specialized topics such as
ministering to the divorced, hospitalized, bereavedand aging.

StephenLeadersand StephenMinisters participate in continuing education and supervisiontwice each
month. We currently have ten Stephen Ministers in addition to the five leaders They are JoAnne
Berschet Doug Disch, Frank Gaylord, Cheri Hiller, Dick Jellings Barb Mathiot, Laura Meixner,
Connie Meyer, Barb Nelson and Lil Quandt.

What do Stephen Ministers do?

StephenMinisters are caring Christian friends who listen, understand,accept,and pray for and with care
receiverswho are working through a crisis or a tough time. StephenMinisters are not counselors they
are trained lay caregivers Their role is to listen and care d not to give advice or counsel Stephen
Ministers are alsotrained to recognizewhen acarer e ¢ e ineedexcéeslavhat they can provide. When
